Western Versatility Highpoint

The Western Versatility Highpoint award demonstrates the athletic ability, versatility, and
trainability of today’s Morgan Western horse. To qualify for the Western Versatility Highpoint
award a horse & rider combination must enter and show in at least FOUR OF THE FIVE listed
disciplines REINING, TRAIL, RANCH RIDING, RANCH RAIL and any WESTERN DRESSAGE
CLASS. AND RANCH CONFORMATION. Entry in Ranch Conformation is required.

e Onlyone (1) class from each discipline will count towards the final tabulation.

o Points are earned in individual classes and then combined to determine the Western
Versatility Highpoint award.

¢ Points are assigned based on the number of entries in the class.

e Any classes designated as “Jr. Horse” count toward the Open category.

e There is no entry fee to compete for the Western Highpoint award title. However, a
completed form MUST be turned into the official Show Office before the start of the show
to be eligible. Forms must be received before the start of the show.
